Senator Monroney. That is the bill that requires placing
"In God We Trust" on all fubture issues of our paper money.
Of course, under the law now it's on our coinage. And 1t was
introduced in the House by companion bill by Congressman
Bennett of Florida.
We thought it was so nearly in unanimity in the subcommittee
I didn't call hearings, didn't schedule any public hearings.
